" During 2009-2011 the BDP Programme facilitated the economic, social and environmental assessment of
hasin-wide development scenarios. The scenarios were based on the national plans of the four Lower Mekong Basin

of the basin (China, Myanmar). Therefore, the scenario assessment can be regarded as a cumulative assessment of
the transboundary impacts of the countries’ development plans.
